Im Jéanner 1995 nahm das Kinderherz Zentrum Linz seinen offiziellen Betrieb auf —
ohne vorgegebene Strukturen, sondern mit dem Mut, Neues zu gestalten.

Was damals als visionares Projekt begann, hat sich in den vergangenen 30 Jahren

zu einem international anerkannten Zentrum entwickelt.

Die Zahl der jahrlich behandelten Kinder, Jugendlichen und Erwachsenen mit
angeborenen Herzfehlern ist seit den Anfangsjahren stetig gestiegen, aber auch die
Komplexitat der Falle. Zahlreiche komplexe Herzeingriffe und Frihkorrekturen wurden
Osterreichweit erstmals hier erfolgreich durchgefihrt, z.B. die erste OP eines hypo-
plastischen Linksherzsyndroms 1997. Vergleichsdaten aus der ECHSA-Datenbank
bestatigen dem Linzer Kinderherz Zentrum dabei hochste Qualitat und Sicherheit.
Besonders hervorzuheben ist die enge Zusammenarbeit mit der Pranatalmedizin der
Universitatsklinik flir Gynakologie und Geburtshilfe. Gemeinsam ist es uns gelungen, das
europaweit grofite Zentrum fUr pranatale Herzeingriffe erfolgreich zu etablieren — ein
Meilenstein, der ebenfalls weit tiber die Grenzen Osterreichs hinaus Beachtung findet.
Dieser Erfolg ist das Ergebnis der Arbeit vieler Menschen und Berufsgruppen:
Kinderkardiologlnnen, Kinderherzchirurginnen, Kinderherzanasthesistinnen, Kinder-
intensivmedizinerinnen, Pranatalmedizinerinnen, Kinderradiologinnen, Neonatologlnnen,
Kardiotechnikerlnnen, Psychologlnnen sowie die engagierten Pflegeteams auf Intensiv-,
Bettenstationen, in den Ambulanzen und OPs - sie alle haben entscheidend zum Aufbau
und zur Weiterentwicklung des Zentrums beigetragen.

30™ Anniversary of the Children's Heart Center Linz

In January 1995, the Children’s Heart Center Linz was officially founded — without
predetermined structures, but with the courage to create something new. What started
as a visionary project has evolved over the past 30 years into an internationally
recognized center.

The number of children, adolescents, and adults with congenital heart defects treated
annually has steadily increased since the early years, as has the complexity and severity
of the cases. Numerous complex heart procedures and early corrections were performed
here successfully for the first time in Austria, such as the first surgery for hypoplastic

left heart syndrome in 1997. Comparative data from the ECHSA database confirms the
Children's Heart Center Linz outstanding quality and safety. Particularly noteworthy is the
close collaboration with the Department of Prenatal Medicine of the University Clinic for
Gynecology and Obstetrics. Together, we have succeeded in establishing Europe’s largest
center for prenatal cardiac interventions — a milestone that has gained recognition far
beyond Austria’s borders.

This success is the result of the dedication of many people and professions: pediatric
cardiologists, pediatric cardiac surgeons, pediatric anesthesists, pediatric intensive care
specialists, prenatal medicine experts, pediatric radiologists, neonatologists, perfusionists,
psychologists, as well as the committed nursing teams in intensive care units, wards,
outpatient clinics, and operating rooms — all have played a decisive role in building and
continuously developing the center.

We extend our heartfelt thanks to everyone who has made this achievement possible.
Together, we look back with pride on 30 years of the Children’s Heart Center Linz and
forward to the future with confidence.
